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Abstract

Treatment of malocclusions in growing persons necessitates understanding
how occlusal and dentofacial growth and development takes place
without orthodontic attempts. Orthodontists should always
ask “Is it possible to modify postnatal craniofacial growth and
occlusal development in the present patient with orthodontic
treatment to have a treatment outcome different from natural
growth?” Further important issues are to consider how much
modification of craniofacial growth is reasonable to expect,
are there limitations in terms of sagittal, vertical and trans-
versal growth and timing of treatment.

Learning goals of this 6-hour course are to 1) rehearse/learn
principles of craniofacial and occlusal growth and develop-
ment 2) be able to find individuals with deviation from
normality and in need for orthodontic or other dental
treatment, 3) be able to know how craniofacial and
occlusal growth and development can be used in treat-
ment, and 4) be able to analyse treatment results.

Half of the course is devoted to the study on cranio-‘
facial growth and development, and at the same time
look how occlusion develops. In the afternoon different

means to modify craniofacial growth and development
are scrutinized. The last part of the course is devoted to
the vital function: breathing. How normal and impaired
breathing is considered to impact craniofacial growth and
can orthodontics play a role to secure normal breathing and/
or correct consequences of impaired breathing.
